2009 when the Cursillo Movement was celebrated its’ 50th Anniversary, Mike was chosen to be
the Rector for that Cursillo.

He was also instrumental in the formation of two Catholic Singles groups; Catholic Retreat for Young Singles (CRYS) and
Catholic Singles Ministry (CSM). 

Mike moved back to Iowa after the death of his older brother James where he lived the remainder of his life. Mike, we will 
miss you my friend.

The following is a scan of a letter that accompanied and invitation to attend the Golden Jubilee of Cursillos held in Phoenix
celebrating 50 Cursillos in the first 3 years of the Movement. That’s 50 Cursillos in 36 months!

     It’s hard to imagine Cursillos taking place
so rapidly in a relatively new Cursillo environ-
ment yet only by the Grace of God working
through a group of men and women with great
enthusiasum and a lack of fear of having to do
everything just right, could the Cursillo Move-
ment in Phoenix been such a pivitol point for
the growth of Cursillo as a national movement.
Imagine the fervent prayer of these early
Cursillistas for God’s guidance on the work 
they began. With very little time for formation,
reliance on the Holy Spirit to enlighten these
men and women as they taught others to Know,
Love and Serve Christ had to be the reason for
the phenomenal success of the early Movement.

     Today’s Cursillo teams are in formation for 10
to 12 weeks preparing to work a weekend. Yet
no one who has worked on a team has ever
resented the time spent in formation for much like
on a Cursillo weekend, we began as strangers to
a degree and end up as close brothers and sisters
in Christ bound by this incredible love for Our
Lord Jesus, His Mother and  for one another.

You can study the 3-Day Manual, Leader’s
Manual and countless other publications but if the
Spirit of the Lord is not in your heart and in the
hearts and minds of all on team, it really isn’t
Cursillo.

     As we begin the next chapter for Cursillo in
the Diocese of Phoenix, let us prayerfully lift up
the men and women working in Cursillo as 
members of our new Secretariat but especially
those who will serve on teams for this year’s
Cursillos.
